Students will be learning their multiplications.

Competency 1: To Use Information- Students will be using the answer guild to give them the answers to their math timetables. This will aid the students’ in learning their multiplication.

	Time
	Lesson

	10 minutes
15 minutes

	-Have students come to the front of the classroom.
-Ask the students if they have made a good choice of who they are sitting beside.
-Teacher will ask the students if they know the answer to 2x2.
-Teacher will ask the students how many groups of desks in the classroom that have four seats.
[There are 5]

-Teacher will have one student come to the blackboard and write 4+4+4+4+4=20.

-Ask the students if there is a quicker way to write this answer.
[answer 5x4=20]
-Have three groups of two students come to the front.

-Ask the students how you could write a multiplication problem with these students.
-Have students return to their seats.
Introduction/ Development
-Pass out to the students the piece of paper that has the multiplication time table chart. 
 - Pass out to the students a ¼ cup of Cheerios.

-Have the students have their time table chart in front of them.

[This game is like BINGO, but with no prizes.]
-Call out multiplication sums and let the students find the answer on their timetable chart.
-Play this game until the time is over.
-Ask the students to put the timetable chart in their desks’ for another day.

 Adaptations to be made for special needs students:
-Students who have problems with locating the number will work with a partner who can help them.
Extra Note:
