	ICE BREAKER:
-Teacher will have the classroom come to the front of the class and sit down.

-Teacher will ask the students who has ever lost a tooth. 
-Teacher will ask the class if they know where the teeth that lose go.

-Teacher will tell the class the book that they will be reading is all about a set of teeth that come back to the person 30 years later.

-Teacher will tell the students that they are 30 years old right now.

Introduction/ Development:
-Teacher will read the book to the class.
-Teacher will ask the students what they think their own teeth would do if they came back to visit them now that they are 30 years old.

-Teacher will tell the class that they are going to go back to their seats and make a story, poem, writing, or comic of what it would look like if their teeth came back.
-Teacher will be encouraging the students to use their creativity to do this writing. 
Closure/Activity:
-Students will have 15 minutes to put their thoughts on paper, of what their teeth might be doing 30 years later coming to visit them.
-
Students will be asked if they their work with the class.
-Students will come back up to the front of the classroom.

Extra Note:
Students who have troubles writing can work with a partner.

I noticed that a few of the students had lost their front teeth or were losing teeth in class. I thought this book would help the students feel at easy about losing their teeth in a fun way and not something that would make them feel like babies. I wanted to use a concern that they might have and bring this concern into school life through Language Arts.
