	Objectives
	By the end of this lesson, the students will be able to:
Students at the end of the lesson will know how to recognize verbs while they are reading a book.

	Group Size & Materials
	25 students
Students will have to have their own reading books
Pens/Pencils

Paper

	Professional Competencies:
Competency #1-To Read And Listen , Popular And Information-Based Texts
Students will be using their reading books to locate verbs in them and then writing them down. The students will also be drawing pictures of these verbs beside them.

Essential Knowledges: Reading Strategies- Strategies for locating and/or ideas in texts, which include: Use of different strategies according to his/her purpose for reading, e.g. skimming for information and/or skipping unimportant parts.


	Cross Curricular Competencies:

Competency 1: To Use Information- Students will be using their previous knowledge on what a verb is in locating them in their reading books. Students will be taking this information of what a verb is and locating it in their reading books. 

	Time
	Lesson

	10 minutes

	-Have students come to the front of the classroom.
-Ask the students if they have made a good choice of who they are sitting beside.
-I will ask the students if they know what a verb is.

-Chose students one at a time to act out a verb. (Reminding them that it is an action word.)

-I will tell the students that they will take verbs from the books that they have just been reading during silent reading.

-I will tell the students that they will be writing down these verbs on the blank piece of paper.
-Students will also be instructed to draw a picture of the verb that they write on the paper. 
-Ask students to go back to their seats.
Introduction/ Development
-Students will be working at their desks for this assignment. 
-I will be walking around the classroom to see if any of the students need help.
-I will let students change their book from the classroom Library if there are not enough words in their present Silent reading Book.

-Students will hand in their work on the brown chair when they are done.

(One page will be enough for the students)

 Adaptations to be made for special needs students:

-Student who cannot read will work with the resource teacher on this lesson.
-Students who have trouble with the length will write only half a page.
Extra Note:
Professional Competencies- Competency #9
